The Campau’s joined the MCAS in the late 1960’s.  Their real involvement began in 1971 when they joined the Board of Directors.  That lead to virtually every other position and/ or chair within our organization. From secretary/treasure to publishers of our TropiQuarium; librarian; Betty was, of course, MCAS’s first and only female president..

The MCAS has held many functions at the Campau residence, including directors’ meetings, publishing, collating addressing and stapling of our newsletters, summer picnics, etc.

Earlier, when Betty was battling her physical problems, the club had to pick up many of the chores the Campau’s were handling.  It ranged from the simple things like taking care of our post office box and to many, many other functional necessities of our organization.
